Toronto’s
Waterfront
Communities

One of the beauties of Toronto is

that one can live by the water and

be minutes to the downtown core of
the city. The waterfront communities
include the stretch from Bathurst
street in the west until Parliament in
the East with the east side of Yonge
gentrified quickly in the last 5 years. If
we go even further East, we enter the
Beaches neighbourhood which offers a
whole different waterfront experience.

The Waterfront communities offer
quick access to the downtown core
with the benefits of enjoying mag-
nificent Lake Ontario views. They
are separated into two segments,
West of University and East of Uni-
versity. On the West part which is
West of University, South of Queen
Street and East of Bathurst Street.
This stretch of the Waterfront
offers mainly Condominiums, which
represent 97-99% of all sales. The
Condominiums were mainly built in
the 80’s and 90’s and early 2000's
and include many mid-rise options
by the water with large square
footage.

In addition to the waterfront condo-

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Svickovad na Smetané

The winter weather is just around the corner.
Thoughts of beef are on my mind - ok, turkey too.
But today we're focusing on beef, specifically the
Czech staple Svickova na Smetané ...or simply
Svickova (pronounced sveech covah if you're a
non-native speaker like me).

Before we get into the recipe and libation pairing
options, | think it's only fair | do a bit of full disclo-
sure. I'm not Czech. | grew up in Nova Scotia and
am of Scottish and French Acadian descent. But

| married into a Czech family and I've tried very
hard over the years to master at least of couple

of traditional Czech dishes, including appetizers,
soups, entrees and desserts. This includes making
Svickova with Czech friends in Canada and back in
the homeland because it is my husband’s favorite
Czech meal.

When | first attempted mastering this dish, |
couldn't help but be struck by how similar it is

in nature to Maritime “chowder”. Not an obvi-

ous connection at first read, but bear with me.
Chowder is one of those dishes that shares core
ingredients - but then cooks, both home cooks
and professional, put their own spin on it. Tradi-
tional east coast recipes start with the classic
mire poire — diced onion, celery and carrot. They
all have potato, salt and pepper and a “milk” base.
But then the variations start. Some cooks use

the traditional diced salt pork added to the base
vegetables, allowing it to crisp to both render its
fat as well as add texture. Others opt for bacon

or “lardon”. Some remove a portion of the cooked
diced potatoes and mash them, adding them back
into the chowder to thicken it. Others use flour to
thicken. Some use all milk or a milk/cream com-
bination. In my family, a can of evaporated milk
was always used as well as milk. Some choices
are made based on flavour preference, some on
“heart smart” cooking styles or food allergies. At
the end of the day, however, you have a traditional
classic that shares core ingredients and a method
of cooking — and to me, Svickova is very similar.
Most Svickova recipes start with a classic blend
of root vegetables, a cut of beef, and add cream
and seasoning to the sauce. And it's always served
with bread dumplings to help you devour every last
drop of that delicious gravy. But just like chowder
lots of variations and personal preferences have
“crept” into the recipe over time. Let's explore that
a bit and then get into the recipe!

The first documented recipe that describes a dish
like Svickova dates back to the early 1800's...1805
to be exact. The original title of the dish referred to
the shape of the beef often used to make it. The
word “svice” translates to “candle”. Original recipes
marinated the beef overnight. Makes sense. Cooks
around the world are always looking for way to
economize, using cheaper cuts of meat and mar-
inading is one way to tenderize them. In addition
to tenderizing, marinades also infuse additional
flavours. Early recipes saw a lot of thyme used

in the marinade. Nice woodsy flavour with beef.
Today, you'll hardly find a recipe that suggests
marinading the beef. It's an extra step but you may
feel it's worth it.

Between 1830-1850, the recorded recipes note two

significant changes. Czech cooking at this time

was heavily influenced by Bavarian and French

cuisine. That's another way of saying “use lots
of cream and butter”. It's at this time that we
see a cream-based sauce becoming important
to this dish, hence why it went from being called
Svickova to being called Svickova na Smetané.
We also see the standard root vegetables being
called out, specifically parsley root, celery root
(celeriac) and carrots. Later renditions add
onions to root mix. Other variations include
what liquid to use when cooking the meat and
vegetables. | was taught to use water though |
have to say | always found that a bit odd. When

| make chicken or beef stew, | always use stock
so | couldn't help but think it would provide better
flavour for the sauce at the end. One recipe |
found went even a step further and added mar-
row bones to the roasting root vegetables and
beef. That would really kick up the flavour profile
significantly! There's also a lot of discussion over
how to thicken the sauce. Some advocate that
you simply puree the roasted vegetables with
the remaining cooking liquid and add cream to
thicken. Others insists that the sauce will never
achieve the right silkiness and thickness unless
you make a roux, adding the remaining cooking
liquid, cream and pureed vegetables to it. There
are also choices for cream. Recent recipes cite
the use of sour cream while others just use
heavy cream. | think the choice you make here
will really depend on how much “tang” you like in
the final sauce. And the garnish? Apparently, that
is a recent addition to the dish. The business of
adding the lemon slice, dollop of whipped cream
and cranberry sauce is said to be “all for presen-
tation” and is not part of the original recipe. That
may be, but I have to admit, | really like those
elements. | think they add flavour to the dish as
well as enhance the presentation. That's espe-
cially true of the cranberry.

So, there you have it, a bit of history on this tradi-
tional Czech classic “Sunday dinner” meal, a few
thoughts on possible substitutions or additions
that you might want to try, and also the option
to “marinade or not to marinade”. Parsley root
and celeriac can both be problematic to source.
For parsley root, you can swap parsnip and it will
work just fine. For the celeriac, if you can't find
fresh then try looking for canned options. | was
able to find Del Monte shredded celeriac (they
call it celery root) at Loblaws recently.

As always, have fun when you cook. Chopping
vegetables is a great stress release.

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Recipe for Svickovd na Smetané

Ingredient (Substitution)

Cranberry sauce

Cooking Tips

v Consider the size of your cooking pot when determining the
amount of root vegetables and liquid to use. You want the bot-
tom of the pot to be covered with vegetables during cooking. This
means you may have to use more vegetables than needed for
the sauce - but you can always remove these after cooking and
freeze them for use at a later date.

v I've found Svickova spice pyramids at the supermarkets in
Czechia which | use when making this dish in Canada. | love the
balance of the spices and these pyramids are easy to remove
from the pot once the meat and vegetables are cooked.

v Like chowder, Svickova always tastes better the second day.
Make the dish the day before you intend to eat it if possible.
Then you only need make the bread dumplings ...

For this dish, I'd recommend a good Czech pilsner (gold or tmavé) or a
nice red wine. Czech Frankovka (Blaufrankisch) or St. Laurent are great
choices if you can find them. More Canadian wineries are growing
Blaufrankisch, so look for it! If you can't find these varieties, try a great
Syrah or Cabernet Sauvignon. Both will pair well with this dish.



1. Bring meat to room temperature — approximately one
hour before you start cooking.

Pre-heat oven to 325-350F.

When you are ready to begin, season the meat generous-
ly with salt and pepper

4. Choose the pot you will cook the meat and vegetables in
and place it over med-high heat on the stove

5. When the pan is hot, add the oil, then brown the meat on
all sides

Remove the browned meat and set aside on a plate

Reduce the burner to medium and melt % cup butter in
the same pot as was used to cook the meat

8. Add all of the root vegetables and sauté until they begin
to cook, about 5 minutes, scraping up all those nice
brown bits from searing the beef

9. Add sugar to the vegetables and stir for about 2 minutes
to help caramelize them.

10. Add vinegar, cooking until it evaporates.

11. Add a few good pinches of salt to the vegetables and stir
to incorporate

12. Add water or broth to the pot, scraping up any additional
browned bits on the bottom of the pot and incorporating
that into the liquid. If you are using marrow bones, add
them now.

13. Return the meat to the pot. Add spices, preferably tied in
cheesecloth or in a mulling ball. Bring the ingredients to
a boil. Turn off the burner. Cover the pot and place it in
the oven for 2 % to 3 hours depending on the size of the
meat.

14. Once you determine the meat is sufficiently cooked,
remove the spices, beef and vegetables so only the stock
is left in the cooking pot. Throw away the spices. Puree
the vegetables in a separate dish and set aside.

15. It's now time to make the sauce! We will use the “roux”
method to thicken the sauce. Melt 3-4 tablespoons of
butter in a different pan over medium heat. Add % cup
flour and whisk into the melted butter. Bring to a boil
and allow it to cook for 1 minute to ensure no flour taste
remains.

16. Add a good pinch of salt and pepper to the roux. Add the
cooking liquid from the meat and vegetables one ladle
at a time and whisk vigorously to incorporate it into the
sauce. Continue until all of it is used. Add half of the
pureed root vegetables. Bring the sauce to a boil and
then reduce the heat, simmering the sauce for about 15
minutes.

17. Turn off the heat. Add the cream, lemon juice, salt and
pepper to taste. Add more of the pureed root vegetables

if needed to attain the taste you are looking for. n
